
Drivers License Requirements 
 
While driving with an instruction permit, you must have a 
licensed driver 21 years or older, who has been licensed for 
at least one year, seated next to you at all times. 
 
You must complete a minimum of 50 hours of behind the 
wheel experience, 10 hours of which must be in darkness. 
You must keep a log of the dates and times on the official 
DMV Beginning Driver Experience Log (Form DLD-130). 
In Rural areas where driver education is not available, teens 
must complete 100 hours of experience.  
 
To qualify for a full driver’s license, you must also: 
 

• Be 16 years of age 
• Hold the Instruction Permit for a minimum of six 

months 
• Have no at-fault accidents, moving violation 

convictions or any type of drug or alcohol conviction 
within six months of applying.
